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Nordic Literacy Corner 

The Icelandic Sagas were written in the 

12th and 13th centuries.  The Sagas are 

not considered wholly reliable as 

historical texts, but can be humorous as 

well as chilling reading.  The Icelanders 

reveled in the strength of their women 

and warriors and their battles and even 

hardships were endured with little 

regard to life or limb but for the sake of 

honor.  The Sagas are held in high 

literary esteem, but are relatively plain 

when compared to later medieval works, 

which relied on ornate verse and poetry. 

Instead, the Sagas, which were recorded 

for posterity rather than for literature, 

are written clearly succinctly and are 

thus accessible to all levels of readers.  

Reading the Icelandic Sagas stirs a 

dormant sense of justice, discovery and 

self-sufficiency which invigorates  

anyone who has a bit of the adventurer 

in them.  The Icelandic Sagas are 

translated into English and most public 

libraries can obtain a copy from another 

library if they do not own a copy 

themselves. The Sagas arouse interest in 

the Vikings and the first settlers of 

Iceland and is a good read for the 

summer months!

(English translation) Gunnar’s Daughter 

written by one of the first female recipient’s 

of the Nobel Prize in Literature.  This book 

retails for $13 plus shipping, however Oslo 

Lodge is selling them for $5 each as a fund 

raiser.
